There is no guarantee of a place for children living in the priority admission area. In the event of oversubscription places will be allocated using the following criteria in the order given:
1. Looked After Children (in care of the authority);

2. Children with a sibling attending the school or Children with a sibling attending the Infant School.
3. Children living in priority admission area;

4. Remaining applications.

In the event of oversubscription within any of the above criteria, priority will be determined by straight line distance from home to school, those living closest given the highest priority.

Key definitions

Looked after Children
A ‘looked after child’ or a child who was previously looked after but immediately after being looked after became subject to an adoption, residence or special guardianship order will be given first priority in oversubscription criteria ahead of all other applicants in accordance with the School Admissions Code 2012. A looked after child is a child who is (a) in the care of a local authority, or (b) being provided with accommodation by a local authority in the exercise of their social services functions (as defined in Section 22(1) of the Children Act 1989). 
Children with statements of special educational needs.
Children with statements of special educational needs that name a school in the statement are required to be admitted to the school that is named.
 
Priority Admission Areas 
There is no guarantee of a place to children living in the priority admission area of a particular school. 

Year 3 Applications 
Entry into year 3 is based on the year 2s signing a register in accordance with published deadlines in the Primary Booklet, which is  available on the website essex.gov.uk/admissions. Any remaining applications will considered against the oversubscription criterion if the school is oversubscribed. 

MidYear Applications

Midyear applications must be made to the LA, as the LA co-ordinates the application process. Parents can submit an application on line, or submit a paper copy, available from the LA upon request.
Appeals against admission decisions
Parents have the right to appeal against admission decisions to an Independent Appeal Panel.  Information about how to appeal against a refusal of a school place will be sent with the offer pack or may be obtained directly from the school.
